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Workshop A: Modern Hexi Quilting Technique by Noelle Hoffman

Workshop Description: In this class we will discover a fun new way to make a hexagon quilt
accessible and easy! No Y seams or hand sewing involved! Students will walk away with a beautiful
table runner. They will learn how to construct hexagons with no hand basting, how to place them on a
quilt and how to quilt it together giving them a finished piece with a modern textural feel.
